Program Date: June 5th – June 17th (dates may change slightly due to ticket and travel availability).

Where: Beijing and surrounding areas

Program:  The American Exchange Program in China is designed for high school American students to expand their knowledge of Chinese culture and language by visiting the Chinese capital city of Beijing.  In addition they will have 3-5 days of total immersion through Chinese language, art, and culture classes with CCEC partnered Chinese schools and students.  Students will also tour and shop in Beijing and surrounding areas.

Students are expected to follow their school’s rules and regulations (please refer to your school handbook).

Students are expected to abide by all U.S. Federal and State laws as well as abide by the laws of their host country, China, throughout the duration of the program.

Understand the day-to=day itinerary is tentative and may change without advance notice; information will be communicated to CCEC staff and the chaperon(s).

Students who would like to practice their Chinese are encouraged to communicate in Mandarin with CCEC staff, Chinese students and Chinese people during their visit.

Please understand that we will be traveling to a country with an immense population and a mix of modern international cities and suburb areas that need further development.  Remember to follow all rules and laws while you are a visitor in China.  Keep in mind that we are going there to learn Chinese culture and language through an immersion camp designed for American students.  Please be POSITIVE, be CONSIDERATE, be APPRECIATIVE, be COURTEOUS and be POLITE.  Demonstrate your appreciation, kindness, knowledge, patience, positive attitude, open-mindedness, flexibility, and ability to adapt and adjust at all times.
Schedule: **NOTE** the schedule is tentative and necessary adjustments will be applied when needed.

Cost:  $3950/student, included in the cost; international ticket, all Chinese domestic travel, buses, train tickets, tour guide, drivers, translators, gate tickets, three meals/per day, hotels, staff, etc.

PAYMENT METHOD: Check, Money Order, Cashier Check, Wire Transfer or bank deposit, must be in U.S. funds and payable to CCEC. There will be a $50.00 fee charged on checks returned by the bank due to insufficient funds. 

Registration confirmation/receipt and further information will be mailed.  Payments are not refundable after April 28th.   Please submit: two recent photos (passport photo within 6 months) and all forms to CCEC on or before March 10, 2017 (Address below). Original passport (valid at least 6 months beyond travel date) need to be submitted before March 31st.    ALL fees must be postmarked & paid on or before May 31, 2017.  Please contact CCEC to discuss payment schedule, if needed.  Chinese Visa link and instructions will be sent upon registration.

1. Spending Money:  It is up to the student and parents to decide on the amount of spending money the student will need to purchase gifts and souvenirs.  Domestic meals in China, lodging and touring/traveling expenses are included in the total cost. ___ 
1. Clothing:  Pack lightly.  Clothes that are fast drying are best as they do not have dryers in China.  Clothes will need to be air dried.  Take clothing that you can mix and match and are light wear.  Avoid heavy articles of clothing.  4-5 mix-match outfits are plenty. Comfortable shoes, you will do a lot of walking while in China.  Be sure to pack a pair of tennis shoes to wear while touring and traveling.  _____

2. The school dorm and hotels may provide cleaning services, but you are responsible for the cost.  ___

3. Dress Code:  Chinese schools follow the same dress code as American schools. Take one (1) outfit to “dress up” for banquets.  Gentlemen do not need to wear a suit and tie. ___

4. Climate:  Air conditioning may or may not be available in some areas.  In some areas air conditioning may not be available for a period of time each day.  Keep in mind, Chinese people are used to the heat and become chilled in air conditioned settings. ___  

5. Power Outages:  In some areas in China there may be brief periods of time you will experience a power outage.  This seldom happens and the period of time is brief, but we want you to be aware this is possible.  ___

6. Wireless Internet:  Wireless internet is available in most areas, but may not be available in some locations.  School vary, some may or may not have internet in the classroom or in the school.  Please let your family members know that you will contact them if/when internet permits in your location.  ___

7. Phone Apps:  Download apps BEFORE departure as you may or may not have internet and/or some apps are restricted.  Apps for communication (not limited to): Skype, FaceTime, Magic Jack, Text Now, WeChat, etc.  ___

8. Cell Phone:  Please keep in mind if you want to use your cell phone you will need international service activated BEFORE you depart.  ___

9. Personal Belongings:  Your laptop, iPad, camera, etc. are your responsibility.  ___

10. Medications:  Prescription medicine, daily vitamins, Tylenol and over the counter medications, should be packed in your checked luggage.  Liquid medicine (over 30ml) needs to be packed in check-in luggage.  Have only what you need in your carry-on for a 24 hour period.  ___

11. Luggage:  One check-in luggage (weighing 50 lbs. or less), one carry on, one computer bag and one purse are allowed. An additional fee will be charged if you are traveling with more than one checked luggage and/or overweight luggage.  There will also be an additional fee from CCEC in the amount of $25.00 per extra piece of luggage that you will be responsible to cover while traveling in China (train, taxi, bus etc.).  PLEASE do not bring more than what YOU can handle.  Be sure your luggage is easy to maneuver, as you will be responsible for handling your own luggage!  ___

12. Gifts and Souvenirs:  Only pack necessary items.  While in China you will receive gifts and purchase souvenirs to bring back with you so you will need space.  If you need to have extra luggage, you can buy it in China, however, you will be responsible for an extra luggage charge. (see above)  ___

13. Convertor and Adapter: Pack a convertor if you want to use your own hair dryer, curling iron, etc. (convert from 110v – 220v).  Pack an adaptor for your cell phone, laptop, iPad, etc. as most devices have universal plugs. ___

14. Accommodations:  You will stay in a dorm or stay in a hotel with one other person. Please do not request your roommate.  We will try to keep groups together, but in some situations it may not be possible.  ___

15. Drinking Water:  Bottled water will be provided to you by CCEC or your hosting school.  Do NOT drink the tap water.  Be sure to drink plenty of water throughout the day to avoid dehydration.  ___

16. Toilets:  Septic Systems are not used in China.  Do NOT put toilet paper in the toilets/squat pots.  They do NOT have a septic system.  Regardless if you are in a hotel, dorm or a place of business, school or other.  ___

17. Time Management:  Make sure you are on time and at the right locations when traveling and when teaching.  It is very important when a time and place is given for you to be present, as every minute counts.  ___

18. Questions and Requests:  Inform CCEC staff directly whenever you have any needs or questions.  ___

19. Obey the Rules:  Follow all rules and laws while visiting China.  ___

20. Program Overview:  I have read the 2017 American Student Exchange Program Participant Expectations ___ 

Understand that you are going to a large foreign country that is a mix of modern, high tech, urban and suburban areas that may need further development.
