South Carolina Education Department’s partner, Beijing International Education Exchange (BIEE), the international division of the Beijing Municipal Education Commission is delighted to announce the invitation to 20 secondary-school students across South Carolina to join in the Sixth- Annual 2017 Beijing International Student Summer Camp.

On behalf of BIEE, we invite all SC K-12 school districts and schools (both public and independent) to recommend 20 secondary students from across the state, between the ages of 14 -18, to participate in the program. The camp will take place from July 14 to 23, 2017 (tentative) in Beijing, China (dates are tentative).  These spaces fill up quickly. Please respond to us as soon as possible.

Following please find the information, preliminary questionnaire and registration form for the students and teachers to fill out. School Districts, please forward the information to the students and parents that are interested in going at your earliest convenience. We will need the name list back no later than APRIL 1st. The payment can be arranged and paid off before July 1st. We are expecting the first payment of $600 before May 1st, second pay $1000 before June 1st and third pay $1000 before July 1st.
Program fees required from each student will cover airfare, a China visitor’s visa and application fee. The cost of accommodation, meals, local transportation, tuition and local activities in China will be fully covered by BIEE.  Students are encouraged to bring spending money for their personal use. 

Please note that in the past some schools or districts have covered some or all of the fees for their participating students and your support in regards to this will be appreciated.

We will also need two (2) chaperones / teachers (teacher/student ratio is 10:1). Districts are welcome to nominate a teacher to accompany the group (if a group is larger than 10 students). The $2600 costs related to the chaperone’s participation will need to be covered by the chaperone or his/her school districts. This, again, promises to be a life-changing experience for a group of 20 high school students from across our state and we would encourage your support and participation.
